Course registration is organized into three periods (see gray boxes). Leave of Absence and Enrollment Maintenance registration may be submitted at any time during the 
entire registration process, which ends Jan. 6, 2006. Any student without a registration status after Jan. 6 will be administratively withdrawn. Note that registration 
cards are collected during the two-week priority registration period and then are processed.

Complete both sides of your registration card accurately and completely. Be sure to designate 
evaluator name for independent study classes.

Submit your adviser-signed registration card in the Enrollment Services Office or after-hours 
in their drop box through Nov. 18, 2005.

Registration cards received during priority registration are processed in the order of  
cumulative credits earned in your program, as directed by your program.

Contact the Student Accounts Office to make tuition payment by Dec. 23, 2005.

Your registration statement will be mailed to you during the week of Nov. 28, 2005,  
informing you of the classes for which you are registered. You also can check AIM  
beginning the last week of November.

You can add or drop a class after you get your statement.

If you missed priority registration, you can register beginning Dec. 5, 2005.

Non-priority registrations are processed in the order received at the 
Registrar’s Office.

Be sure to list alternates for classes to maximize the likelihood that  
you will receive desired courses, as some already may be full.

Continuing students not registered by the end of the non-priority  
registration period will be charged a $50.00 late registration fee.

Visiting students may 
submit registration forms 
that will be processed 
during the last two days 
of non-priority registra-
tion, and during the first 
week of class.

Cross program enrollment 
(non-C.P. labeled courses) is 
permitted these two days.

Be sure to check that you meet 
any prerequisites.

Audit registration is done 
by an add form if you are a 
current (already enrolled) 
student. All other audits are 
initiated by telephone at 
206-268-4771.

Bring your adviser-signed reg-
istration card to the Registrar’s 
Office. No registration, either 
in person or by mail, will be 
accepted after Jan. 6, 2006.

Tuition for registrations after 
Dec. 16 is due at the time of  
registration with a $50 late  
registration fee.Fi
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Tuition is due Dec. 23, 2005 for all students. Late payment fees will be assessed on Jan. 10, 2006.
